· Forced to later sight the Petition of Rights

· Tried to force Scottish (Calvinists) to accept a new prayer book which was forcing his religion on them.
· Started English Civil War (ROYALISTS vs. CAVILERS)

· Oliver Cromwell 

· (General for Cavilers) wins the war and establishes “THE COMMONWEALTH” (a new government with no king). Didn’t last long.

· Charles II (son of Charles I)
· Brought back to the throne

· This was called the RESTORATION

· James II

· A Catholic

· English are Protestant and they hate Catholics

· Fought with Parliament a lot

· William and Mary of Orange

· Parliament asked them to overthrow James II

· This is called the GLORIOUS REVOLUTION. (no bloodshed)
· Petition  of Rights
